Traditionally we have a Novena of Masses for our beloved Dead during the month of November. We will try
and keep this tradition going. Because of the three Churches in the parish, it is not easy to get suitable times
for everyone and everywhere. So we intend to keep our normal schedule for November and we encourage you
to pick your nine Masses for your Novena for your beloved dead. To the normal schedule we have added nine
Masses in St Mary's Church, Convoy at 7.30am: Tuesday 1 November till Friday 4 November and Monday 7
November till Friday 11 November. It is hoped that this will not put anybody out too much and that all will be
able to complete the Novena for our Beloved Dead.

On Thursday 10 November we will have twenty-four hours of Adoration in St Mary’s Church Convoy starting
after the 7.30am Mass. Your participation would be greatly appreciated.

There is an envelope available at the entrance to the Church for your list of your beloved dead. An ordinary
envelope will do as well. Please place the envelope in the basket provided. Our dead will be remembered at
every Mass in the parish in November. Please do not put money in these envelopes.

NORMS FOR INDULGENCES AT THE COMMEMORATION OF ALL SOULS

From 12 o'clock noon on 1 November until midnight on 2 November, all who have confessed, received Holy
Communion and prayed for the Pope’s intentions (one Our Father and one Hail Mary, or any other prayer of
one’s choice) can gain one plenary indulgence by visiting a church or oratory, and there reciting one Our
Father and the Apostles’ Creed.

This indulgence is applicable only to the souls of the departed. Confessions may be made at any time within
the week preceding or the week following 1 November. Holy Communion can be received on any day from 1
November to 8 November.

There will be an hour of prayer (including Rosary and Divine Mercy Chaplet) in reparation, every Friday
